 It is both a legacy of the 1970’s 
and a aspiration for the 2020’s. 
Without our tradition of active 
membership participation in our 
governance, we cease to exist. I 
want to pass this Market on to other 
young people looking for a safe 
place to make stuƯ and earn a living 
and learn how to care for a precious 
resource where we make eye 
contact with each other and our 
customers as one.
